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New satellite cat centers
are increasing adoptions

ore of our shelter cats are finding fur-ever homes thanks to a change made
I\/l in our off-site adoption strategy earlier this year. Instead of hosting week-
end events (where adoptions were dwindling), the Friends are showcasing our
felines every day at four pet supply stores: Petco Detroit (2005 8 Mile Road W.),
PetSmart Dearborn (5650 Mercury Drive), PetSmart Taylor (23271 Eureka
Road), and Pet Supplies Plus Dear-
born (2621 Telegraph Road).

At these satellite cat centers, our
kitties can be viewed every day
during store business hours — giving
them better exposure and reaching
adopters who may be too intimi-
dated to visit a shelter. Many cats

have been adopted more quickly
Tango says our four new satellite cat centers
are the cat’s meow — visit one today!

than at the shelter (with a low return
rate), including those felines that
previously had been overlooked. Of the 86 cats that moved to the centers
between February and August, 70% were adopted!

Friends volunteers are helping by transporting cats, caring for them at the
satellite centers, and counseling potential adopters. Saturday and Sunday assis-
tance is especially needed.

n case you haven't heard, we have a new name! In the spring the Friends For
|the Dearborn Animal Shelter became the Friends for Animals of Metro Detroit.
The new moniker represents the growth of our organization over the past
23 years; we're headquartered and manage operations at the Dearborn Animal
Shelter, but our reach extends well beyond the city’s borders. In fact, 79% of
adopters reside outside the city, as do 65% of donors and 57% of volunteers.
And though our name has changed, of course our commitment to the ani-
mals remains as strong as ever. We appreciate the many positive comments
we've heard from supporters, including this one from Lynne G.: “Love the name
change to be more inclusive. You do great work for all animals. Strays know no
city boundaries!

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Shining S.T.a.R.s

earborn Animal Shelter dogs have another avenue to a Happy Tails story
D thanks to the Stiggy’s Training and Renew (S.T.a.R.) prison training program.
Stiggy’s Dogs (StiggysDogs.org) is the Howell nonprofit that recruits and trains
shelter pups to be service dogs for military veterans living with post-traumatic
stress disorder or traumatic brain injury.

Through the 12-week S.T.a.R. program, each potential canine cadet is paired
with two inmate handlers at Thumb Correctional Facility in Lapeer. The handlers
are responsible for bringing the dog to regular training classes and keeping
detailed training and behavioral records. Managed by Stiggy’s Director of Train-

"ou "ou

ing Donna Fournier, the sessions begin with the basics (“sit,” “come,” “stay”)
and progress through Canine Good Citizen testing.

S.T.a.R. is benefiting all involved. The inmates gain new skills, as well as a
sense of responsibility, pride, and structure that is often lacking in their lives.
Stiggy’s Dogs is able to train more pups for potential placement with veterans
and gains important insight into each dog’s personality and abilities.

And the dogs, of course, receive training and human interaction that increases
their chances of finding a permanent home. Those that make good cadets in
Stiggy’s psychiatric service dog program are paired with a veteran. Those who
do not seem to be a match may be placed with a waiting adopter or returned

to the shelter for adoption. Either way, it's a shining opportunity! e

So far this year, seven Dearborn Animal Shelter pups have participated in the Stiggy’s
Dogs S.T.a.R. prison training program, including these three (clockwise from lower left):
Cypher (formerly Wes) enlisted in the program over the summer. ® Spidey completed
the 12-week training and has been paired with a veteran. e Elsia graduated from S.T.a.R.
